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� � � � � Scouting is as much 
part of the British way of life as ‘Roast 
Beef and Yorkshire Pudding’.   
It is a fact that children and young adults will 
form gangs, they will associate together no 
matter what their elders do; it is part of the 
‘Herd Instinct’.  We didn’t do anything, we congregated in 
the corner of the playground talking, but we were 
together, we were a gang! 
Today’s children and young people still have the ‘Herd 
Instinct’ that we call ‘gangs’.   We humans have one 
advantage over the animal world - we have free choice. 
We can choose bad or evil, but we can choose good. 
Each Gang takes on the character of a ‘Bad’ Gang or 
‘Good’ Gang.  it is the Community that decides how these 
gangs progress. 
 
If the Community sits on it’s hands and takes no interest 
in what the children and young adults are doing, then 
there will be a spiral of ‘bad gangs’ because they do not 
have any experienced direction in their thinking. There is 
an old saying: “The Devil finds work for idle hands to do”. 
If the Community, on the other hand, does take an 
interest in what is going on, then there will be a similar 
growth in ’Good Gangs’. 
The Community sets the tone. The Community gets the 
quality of Community it deserves.  We are all responsible 
for the quality of our lives.  If we choose to do nothing - if 
we choose to adopt an attitude of “Blow you - I’m all-right, 
Jack!”, then the Community will be impoverished and the 
quality of life will be eroded. 
 
Over the past thirty years we have seen an erosion in the 
quality of our communal life. Why?  It is a fact that in 
direct relation the number of Good gangs has declined 
(Scouts, Guides, Boy’s Brigade, G.L.B. and Youth Clubs) 
so the Bad Gangs (violence, drinking, drugs, and 
vandalism) have increased. 
 
We, the Community, are responsible for the deterioration 
in our society!  Most people if asked by a youth 
organisation to make a donation to help run the group will 
willingly give money. If the Community is asked to give it’s 
TIME, then this is closely guarded, and there is a 
reluctance to offer this commodity. 
 
In Teignbridge the Scouts in 1978 ran 21 Scout Groups; 
in 2007 Teignbridge Scouts operated 9 Scout Groups.  In 
1978 we had 1200 children and young adults in 
membership; in 2007 Teignbridge Scouts had 700 
members! - still doing a good job but falling far short of its 
potential.

Why?  There is no shortage of children and young adults wishing 
to join.  We could have 2000 members; the demand for Scouting is 
vast! 
Money is not preventing growth;  as already said, people will give 
their money and organisations will give money.  Whilst money is 
still very acceptable for the continuation of the organisation we 
need PEOPLE to give of their time!   We know time is precious; we 
know that to give time is a commitment; and we know that we are 
reluctant to make commitments. 
Scouting is on the Front Line in the war against ‘anti-social 
behaviour’.  A child or young adult who is a member of Scouts or 
Guides, going through the twelve-year adventure and training 
programme WILL NOT BECOME AN ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR 
STATISTIC! 
Whilst Scouting and Guiding is not a panacea for all Anti-Social 
Behaviour it is a key element towards forming a more acceptable 
society, where residents and particularly females, can walk around 
our towns and villages in total safety. 
County, District and Town Councils CANNOT IGNORE the ‘Good 
Gangs’.  There is a sense that they view us as an ‘annoying child’; 
they give us a ‘pat on the head’ and hope that we will go away!.  
Councils ignore the ‘Good Gangs’ at their peril!   If they think that 
the Anti-Social Behaviour is bad now, it is nothing compared with 
the situation they would face if the ‘Good Gangs’ did not exist!  An 
additional 700 children and young adults let loose on the streets of 
the Community, untrained, bored, and looking for something to do 
and that almost certainly illegal. 
We cannot expect the Police to cope - they do not have the 
resources; and the councils just ‘scratch their heads’ and don’t 
appear to have any understanding as to the way forward - just 
clutching at straws! When you look at the amount of money, 
facilities and equipment that is bestowed on these dubious council 
initiatives it is clear that there is little hope for the future. 
After 100 years of Scouting we have learned how to train and 
encourage young people in purposeful and beneficial behaviour.  
We have learned over this time scale how to work with children 
and young adults.  Being ALL VOLUNTEERS we are working with 
the members, not for any financial reward, but because we have a 
desire to make a difference! 
WE NEED VOLUNTEER LEADERS!  If Scouts and Guides had 
many more volunteer leaders we could easily give 2000 children 
and young adults a purposeful programme of activities that will 
stay with them for the rest of their lives.  They will not have any 
time for anti-social behaviour because they will have developed 
interests that will give them greater satisfaction, and stand them in 
good stead for the rest of their lives. 
Scouting is also a very Ethical Organisation.   The one thing that 
sets it apart from other organisations is that it has an undertaking: 
a commitment, made by the member.  The focal point of Scouting 
is the Scout PROMISE:- “I promise that I will do my best, to do my 
duty to God and the Queen; to help other people, and to keep the 
Scout Law” 
I know that when I took the promise in 1943 as a Cub this promise 
could have been ‘Holy Scripture’.  It has guided my life.  I have 
often failed to meet the exacting demands, but it has always been 
my guide. It has given me Patriotism and Loyalty. It can still be the 
guide for generations of members, and with that foundation as 
life’s philosophy the child or young adult will have a strong helping 
hand throughout it. 
Therefore, the community is responsible for it’s own quality of life.  
If it fails to give time and effort to the next generation it will get the 
society that it deserves! 
If members of our community decide that they can’t or won’t give 
time to the young, then STOP COMPLAINING about the anti-social 
behaviour that exists in our Community.  The older generations are 
responsible for the problems by failing to acknowledge their 
responsibility to the young.  By doing so they create the very 
problems that they abhor!

SCOUTS ‘DISCRIMINATE’  AGAINST ATHEISTS 
 

The Scout Association was reported to the Equality 
Watchdog ...... for ‘discriminating’ against atheists.  The 
National Secular Society and the British Humanist 
Association are furious that the Scout Association is refusing 
to scrap the pledge required of every new scout , to do their 
‘duty to God ......’ 
 
However, Stephen Peck, of the Scout Association, which 
was founded by Lord Baden-Powell, a ‘muscular Christian’, 
said:  “It is fundamental to Scouting that young people are 
helped to understand their spirituality”. (The Daily 
Telegraph). 
 
Comment:  this challenge comes at a time when church-
going is up - ‘almost three million people went to Church of 
England services on Christmas Day (not including Advent or 
carol services).   The numbers were up by 300,000 on 
attendances for 25th December of the year before’.(The 
Times).

Makwawa in Nyasaland (now Malawi), Africa, at a camp site 
on the slopes of Mount Zomba, in May 1957. 
 
The Course, although covering all aspects of the ‘Gilwell’ 
model, was quite tough, but having completed my national 
service infantry training only three years earlier I was well 
prepare.   
It did however have some local idiosyncrasies!  For 
example, on emerging from the tent one morning we 
discovered leopard spoor on the ground from a nocturnal 
visitor! 
 
On the ‘over-night hike’ our patrol waded a river and being a 
short chap only my mouth and nose were above water-level!  
We camped by a bush village and a dance was organised 
with the men one side and women the other. A woman 
would come forward and choose a man and they would 
dance together - not touching as in modern style!  The 
popular choice was a short plump French-Canadian RC 
brother, Rev.Bro. John Luke.  It was also unusual at that 
time in Nyasaland for people of different races to live, work 
and play together and sleep in the same accommodation, 
6/7 to a tent in our case.

‘SCOUT’S  OWN’ 
‘Lessons from Nature - the Axolotl’ 

The Axolotl (axe-o-lot-il) is a newt-like or salamander-
like creature found in the waters of Mexico.  Its 
appearance (as seen in the picture) is like a giant 
tadpole with four legs.  It grows to a length of 25 cm 
and when fully grown its skin is slightly wrinkled and can 
be brown or whitish.  The white variety has pink eyes 
and a feature seen on both kinds is the feathery display 
of gills arranged around its neck  which enable it to 
extract oxygen from water.   The axolotl feeds on 
worms and crustaceans found in the slow-moving 
streams and rivers of Mexico. 
Most of these creatures seen in captivity are kept in 
laboratories for experimental reasons, but sometimes 
they can be bought at pet shops.  The two which I kept 
for a while in an aquarium were very slow-moving as 
they lazily swam around the tank using their long tails to 
propel them through the water although, when 
frightened, they can shoot off quickly! 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The axolotl differs from its cousin, the salamander, in 
that, whilst the latter begins life and passes through the 
same stages as the axolotl in the early weeks, the 
salamander then begins to develop internal lungs whilst 
its external gills begin to disappear. Then he begins to 
climb out of the water onto dry land to seek for food. 
The poor little axolotl seems to have been missed out of 
this important stage of evolution!   In other words, he 
just dosen’t seem to have learnt ‘how to grow up!’ 
Isn’t it a fact that some people do not seem to have 
leant the secret of ‘growing up’. and remain immature in 
many ways.    We can perhaps recall the time when our 
parents said to us: ‘Oh, I do wish you would grow up!’, 
perhaps after we had exasperated them with our words 
or actions. 
When St. Paul wrote to the Church in Corinth he said: 
‘When I was a child, my speech. my outlook, and my 
thoughts were all childish’ (1 Corinthians 13: 10). 
How careful we have to be in what we say - we cannot 
re-call words that are said in haste and unwisely;  also 
in our thinking and actions - it has been said: ‘Sow a 
thought and you reap an action; sow an action and you 
reap a habit; sow a habit and you reap a character; sow
