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Editorial
Firstly, ‘CONGRATULATIONS' from all ‘Drum Beat’ readers
to Lady Clifford (and to Lord Clifford! ) who has just
recently been appointed High Sheriff in Devon by the Queen
at a special ceremony held at Buckingham Palace on 13
March, 2008.
The appointment of High Sheriffs commenced before the
days of Queen Victoria and each county had its own similar
appointment intended for the accounting of money collected
on behalf of the Crown. In these days the appointment
confers the responsibilities of a ceremonial kind, including
the attendance at royal visits to the County and performing
as 'returning officers’ for parliamentary elections.
‘Big Brother strikes again’ read the headlines, as the
controversy surrounding the uses of the new ‘dispersal
device’ called the ‘Mosquito’, so named because of its high-
pitched buzzing sound which irritates the hearing in young
people under 20 years of age.
An estimated 3,500 are now in use throughout England and
they are designed to disperse children and young people
who gather in shopping centres or other places where their
numbers can cause a nuisance.
Professor Sir Al Aynsley-Green, who launched the ‘Buzz Off’
campaign said the devices could not discriminate between
those who created a nuisance and those who didn’t, but that
the effect was not felt once the young people reached their
20s.
Young people in Devon who have been interviewed on the
subject said that they felt they were being ‘persecuted’ for
doing nothing wrong and that the devices should be banned!
The devices cannot discriminate between 'good gangs’ and
'bad gangs’ (see DC's letter for March) or in the places they
could be installed. Imagine having them in each of our
Scout H.Q.s ! (could anything quieten a Cub Pack or Troop
in full voice?) | remember some years ago there was a
certain device guaranteed to bring silence to a noisy Pack or
Troop - a whistle!
And finally, the sad story of the circumstances surrounding
Shannon Matthew’s disappearance and finally her discovery
has featured greatly in the news of late.  Surely this story
brings home to us again the sobering fact that we are
responsible for the safety of so many children, both at our
Meetings and in many cases afterwards.
There can be no room for complacency, and the fact (of
which we can be proud) that so many hundreds of our
members come and go each year with their parents knowing
their off-spring are in good hands is solid confirmation of
good training and good practise.
But it doesn’t harm to make the occasional check on our
procedures to see if any improvements can be made!!

From the District Commissioner, Alan W.Partridge
‘The first new Scout Group in Teignbridge District for 30
years!’

Thursday 6 March 2008 was the finest, the happiest, the
most meaningful evening | have experienced in Scouting
since | took my Cub Scout Promise in 1943. On this date the
1st Moretonhampstead Scout Group was inaugurated.(the
old Group closed in 1965).

We had expected ten to twelve Beavers and around ten Cub
Scouts to attend. In reality 18 Beavers, of which 12 were
girls, and 15 Cub Scouts, of which 8 were girls, were
enrolled!, almost double our estimates. We also had six
uniformed leaders most who were new to Scouting.

What joy to experience the noise, the expectation, the
happiness in every young face. The new Group scarf was in
evidence in the chosen colours of emerald green with gold
edge which immediately made them a ‘gang’ If the
enthusiasm of the first night is to continue then the Group
has a very worthwhile future.

It should be said that the National Recruitment Base at
Scout Headquarters was in no small way responsible for the
re-opening of the Group. From the Centre came several
enquiries and applications for membership when there
existed no Group at that time. Following this was the very
good response from advertising in the local newspaper for
leaders. This resulted in a former District Commissioner
from Farnham, Surrey, making contact to say that he would
lead the Group as Chairman. In true Scouting spirit he
ended up as Group Scout Leader and finding a new
chairman for the Group. (‘Once a leader always a leader’)

It has to be said that at the initial meeting we were extremely
disappointed as only four parents turned up! However, as
the meeting progressed the four members expressed their
willingness to become leaders. At a future meeting the four
had grown to eight and then ten.

The District Team has given full support to this venture and
lent its experience to help establish the Group, including
applications, module work, and ‘mentors’ from other Groups.
Now there are four other projects for new Groups under
consideration. with applications for membership. We are
expecting three Groups to open before June and one in
September.

This of course puts a great deal of pressure on members of
the District Team not the least being that of training.
Validations are an essential part and volunteers are making
themselves available most Saturday mornings at the District
HQ with the occasional full weekend to ensure that these
requirements are met.

We commend opening new Groups as a ‘therapy’. It gives
new meaning to a District - a feeling of achievement, of
progress, a moral booster, and feeling of MAKING A
DIFFERENCE! Tryit - it works!

‘TEN TORS’ REPORT by Ivor Kingwell

With 6 of the 9 training weekends under their belts there are
still 52 scouts from the Ipplepen, Dawlish, Chudleigh, Bovey
Tracey and Kingskerswell Groups keen and actively training
for the Ten Tors event which takes place from Okehampton
Camp over the weekend of 11 - 13 May.
