In the final analysis we cannot fully measure the good we  
achieve through our Scouting - there is always the unknown 
factor - the unexpected - the unseen reward; but if we can 
sleep at night knowing that ’we have done our best’, then the 
benefits will be reaped by someone!  
Still on the subject of ‘achievements’, a rather significant event 
took place recently at the District H.Q. when a training course 
was held for ‘Training Advisors’ attended by ten invited leaders
